Where?
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The Free State Project reached 5,000 commitments in August, 2003. In accordance with the Participation Guidelines, a vote was then conducted to determine where members are to move. On October 1, 2003, we made the announcement that New Hampshire had decisively won the vote.





Population was a critical factor in the selection process. Our research so far indicates that 20,000 activists could heavily influence only states with populations of about 1.5 million or less, or which spend less than $10 million on political campaigns in any given two-year election cycle. New Hampshire met the population criterion, and the state’s existing distaste for big government and a generally welcoming attitude for the Free State Project were pluses in its favor.
